Equilibrium 

· A state of balance between opposing forces in a system.

Aerobic Bacteria 

· Microscopic organisms that must live in water with dissolved oxygen.

Anaerobic Bacteria

Pollution 

· Any substance or form of energy in sufficient concentration to harm living things or the natural environment.

Greenhouse Effect 

· A process in which infrared heat waves are trapped in the Earth’s atmosphere by gases like carbon dioxide.

Ozone 

· A form of oxygen (03) that in the upper atmosphere protects the Earth from harmful radiation from outer space.  
· At ground level ozone is a pollutant.

Ozone Layer 

· A layer in the upper atmosphere that has high ozone content.
